1. Introduction

9. Rural Development Commissionerate

Commissionerate of Rural Development, Rural Development and Panchayat
Raj Department has the responsibility of implementating and monitoring Mahatma
Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee scheme (MGNREGS) effectively in
Karnataka State.

This scheme is a poverty alleviation programme which eradicates rural poverty
by providing wage employment. The objective of the scheme is to enhance livelihood
security in rural areas by providing at least 100 days of guaranteed wage employment
in every financial year to every household, whose adult members volunteer to do
unskilled manual work.

Activities such as wage employment to agricultural labourers, food security,
creation of durable infrastructure etc., are being undertaken under Mahatma Gandhi
National Rural Employment Guarantee scheme (MGNREGA).

4, Mahathma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee
Scheme

Objectives of the Scheme:

Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme is being
implemented in all the districts of the Karnataka State since 2006-07 in a phased
manner through Panchayath Raj Institutions (PRI’s) of the RD&PR Department. It is
a right based and demand based programme. This is being implemented as centrally
sponsored scheme. The Core objectives of the scheme are as follows:-

a) Providing not less than one hundred days of unskilled manual work as a
guaranteed employment in a financial year to every household in rural areas
as per demand, resulting in creation of productive assets of prescribed
quality and durability;

b) Strengthening the livelihood resource base of the poor;
¢) Proactivity ensuring social inclusion and

d) Strengthening Panchayat Raj Institutions.

Wages as notified under the scheme by MoRD, GOI are being paid on a
weekly basis or not beyond 15 days. Equal wages for equal work for both men and
women are being paid. No gender discrimination in the payment of wages.

It is mandatory to maintain the labour — material ratio of 60:40 under the
scheme for all the works taken up by the Gram panchayats as well as all the works
taken up by the line departments and other agencies at district level. In any case,

material cost shall not be exceeded 40%. Labour portion is fully borne by MoRD,
1
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Gol, and Material portion is to be shared between Government of India and
Government of Karnataka in the ratio of 75:25 respectively. Overall funding sharing
pattern of the scheme will be nearly in the ratio of 90:10 between Government of
India and Government of Karnataka. Apart from this, Government of India provides
6% administrative cost fully to meet the administrative expenses under the scheme as
per the guidelines issued for the 6% Cap on administrative expenses.

Line Departments which have been declared as implementing agencies under
MGNREGS are implementing their departmental works either through convergence
or independently under MGNREGS as per the list of the permissible works. This is
with a view to create durable assets and also to expand their departmental
programmes. There is a scope for maximizing the expenditure by a way of
participation by line departments. Declared implementing agencies could work on par
with the Panchayat Raj Institutions.

Honourable Chief Mininister’s 21 Point programmes have been in operation in
the State since 2013-14 in a phased manner. Out of 21 point programmes, 13 points
related to MGNREGS and 8 other programmes are related to other Rural
Development Programmes. This is being reviewed regulararly at various levels. These
programmes certainly brought the qualitative change in the livelyhood of the rural
people enhancing their socio and economic status.

Payment of wages, material and administrative expenses are being made
through e-FMS by transferring the amount directly to the SB accounts of the
beneficiaries (Labourers, Vendors, and outsourced Personnel). Wages are being paid
directly to the labourere’s Bank accounts by the Ministry of Rural Development,
Government of India by the generation of FTOs through N-eFMS platform. This is
being done to prevent the amount being misused by the middlemen. It also reduces
the parking of funds and also it eliminates the delay in payment of wages.

100 days of wage employment is to be provided to every rural household in a
financial year. Employment to be provided within 15 days from the date of demand
by the wage seekers/labourers through applications or otherwise they are eligible for
the payment of unemployment allowance. The scheme enacted under the ACT is quite
contrast to the erstwhile wage employment programmes. In case, wages are not paid
on time to the labourers, compensatory allowance has to be paid for the delayed
period.

Following are the permissible works being under taken up under
MGNREGS:-

As per the operational guidelines 2013, 4" edition issued for MGNREGS,
16 categories of works have been classified for implementation of works.
Subsequently in the year 2013-14, Government of India has revised schedules of I &

II of the Act through an amendment. As per the revised schedules of I & TI, all the
2
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earlier 16 category of works are amalgamated into 4 categories. Details of the
category of works are enumerated below.

I. Category: A: PUBLIC WORKS RELATING TO NATURAL RESOURCES
MANAGEMENT —

1. Water conservation and water harvesting structures to augment and improve
groundwater like underground dykes, earthen dams, stop dams, check dams with
special focus on recharging ground water including drinking water sources;

(i) Watershed management works such as contour trenches, terracing, contour
bunds, boulder checks, gabion structures and spring shed development
resulting in a comprehensive treatment of a watershed;

(ii) Micro and minor irrigation works and creation, renovation and maintenance of
irrigation canals and drains;

(iii) Renovation of traditional water bodies including desilting of irrigation tanks
and other water bodies;

(iv) Afforestation, tree plantation and horticulture in common and forest lands,
road margins, canal bunds, tank foreshores and coastal belts duly providing
right to usufruct to the households covered in Paragraph 5; and

(v) Land development works in common land.

II Category B: INDIVIDUAL ASSETS FOR VULNERABLE SECTIONS

(ONLY FOR HOUSEHOLDS IN PARAGRAPH 5)

() Improving productivity of lands of households specified in Paragraph 5
through land development and by providing suitable infrastructure for
irrigation including dug wells, farm ponds and other water harvesting
structures;

(ii) Improving livelihoods through horticulture, sericulture, plantation, and farm
forestry,

(iii) Development of fallow or waste lands of households defined in Paragraph 5 to
bring it under cultivation;

(iv) Unskilled wage component in construction of houses sanctioned under the
Indira Awaas Yojana or such other State or Central Government Scheme;

(v) Creating infrastructure for promotion of livestock such as, poultry, goat,
piggery, cattle shelter and fodder troughs for cattle; and

(vi) Creating infrastructure for promotion of fisheries such as, fish drying yards,
storage facilities, and promotion of fisheries in seasonal water bodies on
public land;

M1 Category C: COMMON INFRASTRUCTURE FOR NRLM SELF HELP
GROUPS
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(i) Works for promoting agricultural productivity by creating durable
infrastructure required for bio-fertilizers and post-harvest facilities including
pucca storage facilities for agricultural produce; and

(ii) Common work-sheds for livelihood activities of self-help groups.

1V. Category D: RURAL INFRASTRUCTURE:

(i) Providing all-weather rural road connectivity to unconnected villages and to
connect identified rural production centres to the existing pucca road network;
and construction of pucca internal roads or streets including side drains and
culverts within a village;

(i) Construction of play fields;

(iii) Works for improving disaster preparedness or restoration of roads or
restoration of other essential public infrastructure including flood control and
protection works, providing drainage in water logged areas, deepening and
repairing of flood channels, chaur renovation, construction of storm water
drains for coastal protection;

(iv) Construction of buildings for Gram Panchayats, women self-help groups
federations, cyclone shelters, Anganwadi centres, village haats and crematoria
at the village or block level.

(v) Construction of Food Grain Storage Structures for implementing the
provisions of The National Food Security Act 2013 (20 of 2013);

(vi) Production of building material required for construction works under the Act
as a part of the estimate of such construction works.

(vii) Maintenance of rural public assets created under the Act; and

(viii) Any other work which may be notified by the Central Government in
consultation with the State Government in this regard. (2) The order of
priority of works shall be determined by each Gram Panchayat in the meetings
of the Gram Sabha keeping in view potential of the local area, its needs, and
local resources and in accordance with the provisions of Paragraph 9.

Works which are non-tangible, not measurable, repetitive such as, removing grass,
pebbles, agricultural operations, shall not be taken up.

Works creating individual assets shall be prioritized on land or homestead owned
by households belonging to the:

(a) Scheduled Castes
(b) Scheduled Tribes
(C) Nomadic tribes

(d) Denotified tribes
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() Other families below the poverty line

(f) women-headed households

(g) Physically handicapped headed households

(h) Beneficiaries of land reforms

(i) The beneficiaries under the Indira Awaas Yojana

(j) Beneficiaries under the Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional Forest
Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006 (2 of 2007), and

After exhausting the eligible beneficiaries under the above categories, on lands
of the small or marginal farmers as defined in the Agriculture Debt Waiver and Debt
Relief Scheme 2008 subject to the condition that such households shall have a job
card with at least one member willing to work on the project undertaken on their land
or homestead.

For the Financial year 2019-20, Labour Budget for the generation of 12 crore
Person days of employment has been approved by MoRD, Gol which translated to an
allocation of Rs. 5278.80 crores. During the financial year 2019-20 (upto end of
March 2020), 11.26 crore PDs are generated by incurring an expenditure of Rs.
4561.51 crores. About 22.44 lakh households are provided employment. During this

The following steps have been taken for effective implementation of the
scheme.

» Administrative sanction: GPs can sanction estimated cost upto 10.00 lakhs,
while in the cost of the estimates exceeding 10.00 lakhs and within 30.00 lakhs,
Executive Officer/Programme Officer Taluk Panchayat can sanction & the cost
of the estimates exceeding Rs. 30.00 lakhs and above Chief Executive Officer
Zilla Panchayat can sanction.

> Technical sanction: For the engineering works taken up by Gram Panchayaths
upto Rs.3.00 lakhs, powers have been delegated to Taluka Technical Co-
ordinators to accord technical approval. For the rest of the works excepting
GPs, works taken up by the other implementing agencies of various line
department at hobli level can accord technical approval upto Rs.3.00 lakhs and
3.00 to 10.00 lakhs Taluk level officers and for more than 10.00 lakhs is district
level officers can accord technical approval.

» *Line departments involved under MGNREGS for effective implementation of
the works have been declared as implementing agencies on par with the
Panchayat Raj Institutions as envisaged under the scheme to implement their
departmental works either through independently are convergence. Simplified
directions have been issued to maximize the progress of expenditure as well as
to create durable assets.

» Commissionerate of Rural Development has been established for effective
implementation of the MGNREGS scheme.

» Kayaka Bandhu system is in place in Karnataka State. More than one lakh

Kayaka Sangas are registered. Kayaka Bandhu is selected from amongst the
12
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group of 20-25 Members. Through Kayaka Sangas, implementation can be
strengthened & enhance the demand for employment. Based on the genuine
demand, employment is being provided.

Orders have been issued to provide 50% discount in the work oufput of the
work to the persons with disabilities & Senior citizens ageing 65 and above.
Provision has been made to provide extra 10% of wage rate towards travelling
allowances to the physically challenged persons from their resident place to the
work place.

Provision has been made to provide employment within a radius of 5 kms of
village where the applicant resides at the time of applying. In case employment
is provided beyond the radius of 5 kms, labourers shall be paid 10% of the
wage rate as extra wages to meet additional transportation and expenses for
living.

Use of e-NMRs has been made mandatory at work site in the execution of
work.

Trainings to District Programme Coordinators, Taluka Programme Officers and
Panchayat Development Officers at GP level and all the Presidents and
members of Zilla Panchayats, Taluka Panchayats and Grama Panchayats and
all other Technical personnel have been imparted at Abdul Nazir Sab State
Institute of Rural Development & Panchayat Raj, Mysore and through Sat
Com.

State is reeling under drought in all most all the taluks of the State during the
year 2018-19. Necessary instructions have been issued to all the district
programme coordinators to take up more number of labour intensive works in
the drought affected areas and also to take up few major community works for
implementation on war foot basis with a view to provide employment locally
and also to prevent rural-urban migration.

All the districts in Karnataka State having Ombudsman working. For the vacant
places, in charge arrangements have been made from the neighboring districts.
Appellate authority has been constituted at state level to review the appeals
made against the orders passed by the Ombudsman.

To carry out social audit for MGNREGS works, independent Directorate of
Social Audit has been established. Number of Social Audits conducted during
2019-20 is 5967 against 6024 GPs in the Fisrt Phase and 5764 against 6024
GPs in the Second Phase.

End2End solution was introduced in the State some time ago to capture the
information on all the aspects of the implementation of MGNREGS. This was
developed on par with the NREGA soft developed by the NIC. 12 modules
have been developed for use under MGNREGS. With the advent of endZend
solution system dependency level on NIC is reduced. Presently, all important
Government orders, circulars etc issued by the Government are being uploaded

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in end2end solutions. This system is also used for HRMS and also for
generation of estimates for NREGA works.

Technical staff/personnel have been deployed at all PRI levels on outsourcing
basis through approved Man Power Agencies for effective implementation of
the scheme.

888 Bare Foot Technicians are deployed to assist the Technical Assistants at
field level. Total target given under MGNREGS is 1334, out of which 977
candidates have been trained.

Approval for Rs. 1875.00 lakhs has been obtained for the year 2019-20 under
IEC. In order to create awareness among rural people, IEC programme /
activities have been formulated at state and district level in conformity with the
approval of the action plan. In this regard, an amount of Rs.707.40 lakhs (up to
the end of March-2020) has been spent.

SECURE software system has been roll out in all the districts in the State
during 2019-20. The aim of the SECURE software system is to generate
estimates for all the works taken up under MGNREGS by uploading all the
specifications of such works in the system. This would indeed helps the
department to prevent the malpractices being done.

As per the directions given by the Ministry of Rural Development, Government
of India, State Government has been asked to conduct Time & Motion Studies
for Schedule of Rates (Wage) for different parts of the State for MGNREGS
works to arrive at exact work out put on the lines and indicators given.
Maximum progress has been achieved in the task assigned to the agencies fixed
by the State Government. With in a couple of months the report will be ready.
GEO tagging system is introduced in Karnataka State for the works completed
under MGNREGS for GEO tagging during 2016-17. Total number of works
completed since inception under MGNREGS up to the end of March 2020 is
32.89 lakh out of this 30.15 lakh works have been GEO tagged which attributes
t0 91.65%.

By the end of financial year 2019-20, about 39.33 lakhs workers against 63.50
lakh active workers were converted into Aadhar based payment which account
t0 61.94 %.

During 2019-20 (Up to March 2020) as many as 49074 works have been
completed and 379538 works are at different stages of progress. These works
are inspected by State/District/Taluk Level Officers as per the guidelines.
Action has been taken against Officials/Non-officials for violation of the
guidelines. The action taken details are as follows:

Submission of report on the studies and evaluation under MGNREGS

During 2017-18, under MGNREGS, the following studies on impact were
undertaken through Kamataka Evaluation Authority. Status of the progress achieved
during 2019-20 is as follows:

1) Impact of wage and material payments to the beneficiaries (Labourers and
Supplies) through e-FMS since inception of the system (2013-14- to 2015-16).
